 Mayor McCarthy then called for Proclamations. 
 
 Councilman Venezia read aloud the following: 
 

 “PAUL ALONGI” 
2012 NUTLEY-BELLEVILLE COLUMBUS PARADE GRAND MARSHAL 

 
 WHEREAS: The Nutley-Belleville Columbus Parade Committee has named Paul 
Alongi as the 2012 Grand Marshal in commemoration of the legendary Italian explorer 
Christopher Columbus. He’s been acknowledged as a quiet champion for many in the 
surrounding communities; and 
 
 WHEREAS: Paul Alongi born in Newark and is the oldest of four children. He has been 
married to Toni Spano for 53 years, and has two children, and is a proud grandparent of six 
grandchildren. He is a graduate of Barringer High School; earned his bachelor’s in arts degree in 
1955 at Rutgers University; and in 1962 graduated from Seton Hall Law School, where he 
earned a doctor of law degree; and 
 
 WHEREAS: Paul is committed to public service. As a member of the Board of 
Education, he served as president for two years. He served as commissioner of the State 
Commission of Investigations for New Jersey, campaign manager for Governor Tom Kean, Head 
of Security for Presidents Reagan and Nixon's visits to Bloomfield, and served as a Republican 
Freeholder Candidate in 1970; and 
 
 WHEREAS: Paul Alongi is active in many organizations throughout his community. He 
is president of the  Federation of Music, Bloomfield Civic Band, The Garden State Concert 
Band, St. Thomas the Apostle Parish Council, Social Chairman for St. Thomas, President of the 
Holy Name Society, organizer and founder of Circle of Friends, a down-syndrome and special 
adult group, and President of the Boys and Girls Club of Bloomfield; and 
 
 WHEREAS: He has been the recipient of many community awards for his endless 
contributions wherever he is needed. Some of his special honors include National President of 
UNICO in 1975, where he served in many capacities. He was appointed Cavailieri by the Italian 
Government in 1977, Man of the Year, West Essex UNICO in, 2005, Eagle Scout, Original 
Trustee for NIAF, 2005, UNICO Mille Grazia Award 2002, UNICO Vastola Award 2009, Man 
of the Year, St. Thomas the Apostle 2012 and he also tried out for the New York Yankees in 
1951. He also served in the U.S. Army from 1955 to 1956. 
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, I Raymond J. McCarthy, as Mayor of the Township of 
Bloomfield, along with the Township Council, acknowledge this monumental event and hereby 
congratulate and commend Paul Alongi on being selected by the 2012 Nutley-Belleville 
Columbus Parade Committee as the Grand Marshal.

assistance; regardless of whether he knew them or not.   Nick will be missed but not forgotten by 
his family and friends.  Nick will be watching over us all; and

 Mayor McCarthy then called for the oral portion of the meeting. 
 
 Mary J. DiLorenzo, 14 Berton Place, Belleville, New Jersey, took the microphone to 
express to the Mayor and Council her opinion that the Board of Health and the Department of 
Human Services are being seriously mismanaged by the current Director. 
 
 Jerry Blasi, 270 Belleville Avenue, Bloomfield, New Jersey, took the microphone to 
express to the Mayor and Council his opposition to the transfer of the management of the 
Bloomfield Bukowski Animal Shelter to the Neighbor-to-Neighbor Network. 
 
 Patricia Gilleran, 43 Sunset Avenue, Bloomfield, New Jersey, took the microphone to 
express the Mayor and Council her opposition to the transfer of the management of the 
Bloomfield Bukowski Animal Shelter from the Board of Health to the Neighbor-to-Neighbor 
Network because they are entwined together and really are the same entity. 
 
 Professor Joan Szabo, 22 Rosewood Terrace, Bloomfield, New Jersey, took the 
microphone to express to the Mayor and Council her opposition to the transfer of the 
management of the Bloomfield Bukowski Animal Shelter to the Neighbor-to-Neighbor Network. 
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 Jeff Coltenback, 15 Byrd Place, Bloomfield, New Jersey, took the microphone to again 
ask the Mayor and Council if a decision had been made concerning one direction parking on Day 
Street, to which the Mayor responded, as well as to ask if an RFP was needed to transfer the 
management of the Bloomfield Bukowski Animal Shelter to another entity, to which Brian 
Aloia, the Township Attorney, responded. 
 
 Beth Cruz, 52 Warren Street, Bloomfield, New Jersey, took the microphone to express to 
the Mayor and Council her opposition of the transfer of the Bloomfield Bukowski Animal 
Shelter to the Neighbor-to-Neighbor Network. 
 
 Kristin Kucsma, Chatham, New Jersey, took the microphone to express to the Mayor and 
Council her opinion that the Board of Health is mismanaged, and that she opposes the transfer of 
the management of the Bloomfield Bukowski Animal Shelter to the Neighbor-to-Neighbor 
Network. 
 
 Dr. Karen Negrin, the former veterinarian for the Bloomfield Bukowski Animal Shelter, 
took the microphone to relate to the Mayor and Council her first-hand knowledge of 
mismanagement by the Board of Health as it relates to staffing of the Bloomfield Bukowski 
Animal Shelter. 
 
 Joseph DelGuidice, 49 Meadow Lane, Bloomfield, New Jersey, took the microphone to 
urge the Mayor and Council to oppose the transfer of the management of the Bloomfield 
Bukowski Animal Shelter to Neighbor-to-Neighbor Network because any transfer should be 
done according to the State's bidding requirements. 
 
 Jeff Geoff, 734 Broad Street, Bloomfield, New Jersey, took the microphone to inform the 
Mayor and Council of his first-hand knowledge of the mismanagement of Neighbor-to-Neighbor 
Network funds by the Board of Health. 
 
 Ruth Barnes, 350 Park Avenue, Rutherford, New Jersey, took the microphone to express 
to the Mayor and Council her utter dissatisfaction with the staffing practices of the Board of 
Health as they relate to the Bloomfield Bukowski Animal Shelter.

X. Introduction of Proposed Ordinances on First Reading

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND AND SUPPLMENT CHAPTER 387 OF THE 
BLOOMFIELD TOWNSHIP CODE, PROVIDING PARKING FOR PHYSICALLY 
LIMITED PERSONS (14 IRVING TERRACE) 
 
 BE IT ORDAINED, by the Mayor and Council of the Township of Bloomfield, County 
of Essex, State of New Jersey, as follows: 
 
 Section 1.  Chapter 387, entitled: “PARKING FOR HANDICAPPED”, Section 387-4A 
“Enumeration of restricted parking areas”, of the Code of the Township of Bloomfield is hereby 
amended by the addition of the following: 
 

(442) Irving Terrace, west side, starting at a point 185 feet north of the northerly curb line 
of Baldwin Street and running 20 feet north there from (14 Irving Terrace). 

Section 2.  All ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed. 

 Section 3.  This ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication in 
accordance with the law.

DUTIES AND QUALIFICATIONS AND FIXING SALARIES” as amended and supplemented, 
is hereby further amended and supplemented so that the same shall read as follows:  
 

A. The following positions are hereby created and established in the 
Civil Service of the Township of Bloomfield and opposite each title 
and position there is established the salary range for such position.

important factor in determining the lowest responsible bidder, and  the Township of 
Bloomfield, through its contracting authority, shall require an entity that bids on a public 
contract produce satisfactory evidence that the business entity is properly registered and 
authorized to conduct the type of work to be performed, including evidence that 
demonstrates that the entity possesses or complies with requirements of the Internal Revenue 
Service, New Jersey Departments of Treasury and/or Labor, as well as complying with the 
general business license requirements of the Township of Bloomfield prior to the award and 
during the term of the contract. 
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Additionally the contracting authority, in order to make its determination as to whether 
the bidding entity is responsible, shall confirm and substantiate that the contract awardee can 
reasonably be expected to complete and perform under the contract specifications, and the 
contracting authority may require the successful bidder to post a bid, performance, wage/fringe 
benefit and/or material bond(s).  The contracting authority shall also determine if the successful 
bidder can reasonably be expected to complete the project within the time constraints as 
delineated in the request for bids and/or proposals.   The contracting authority shall also 
determine if the bidding entity maintains a satisfactory level of  past performance and 
integrity as well as possesses the financial, supervisory, personnel, material, equipment, and 
other resources and expertise to satisfactorily meet its contractual responsibilities and 
obligations.  

        
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that social responsibility is a concern in awarding 

public contracts, and the contracting authority may factor in its determination of whether a 
bidder is "responsible" such factors as bidder's record of conformity with environmental, 
labor, and health and safety laws including compliance with the requirements of the U.S. 
Department of Labor's Occupational Safety & Health Administration.  Furthermore, the 
bidder shall be required to provide a certificate of insurance, designating the Township of 
Bloomfield as an Additional Insured under all pertinent policies, specifying all required 
coverage, including general liability, workers' compensation, completed operations, 
automobile, hazardous occupation, product liability, and professional liability at such limits as 
the contracting authority deems appropriate to protect the  interests of the Township of Bloomfield. 

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the provision of satisfactory evidence by the 

bidding entity that it provides or participates in an apprenticeship and training program 
approved and registered with the U.S. Department of Labor's Bureau of Apprenticeship &

SUPPORT OF A-3393, LEGISLATION TO PROTECT RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY 
TAXPAYERS FROM THE LOSS OF TELECOMMUNICATIONS TAX SUPPORT 
 

WHEREAS, in 1997, at the request of incumbent utilities, the laws regarding State 
taxation of telecommunications corporations were amended in response to technological and 
market innovations, in order to increase competition; and 

WHEREAS, the amendments sought to preserve revenues to local governments by 
providing that local exchange telephone companies subject to the New Jersey Franchise and 
Gross Receipts Tax on April 1, 1997 would continue to be subject, annually, to the Business 
Personal Property Tax (“BPPT”); and 

 
WHEREAS, the statute defines local exchange companies as those telecommunications 

carriers “providing dial tone and access to 51% of a local telephone exchange”; and 
 
WHEREAS, Verizon’s self-serving interpretation of the statutory definition has led it to 

claim exemption from the BPPT in any municipality where the corporation unilaterally 
determines, in any given year, that it no longer supplies dial tone and access to at least 51% of 
the local telephone exchanges; and 

 
WHEREAS, Hopewell Borough’s challenge to that claim was upheld by the Mercer 

County Board of Taxation in 2009; and 
 
WHEREAS, Verizon’s appeal of that determination to the Tax Court resulted in a June, 

2012 trial court decision accepting the corporation’s self-serving interpretation of the law; and 
 
WHEREAS, as things now stand, over 100 municipalities know that they enter 2013 

without BPPT revenues that will cost property taxpayers well in excess of $8 million and, unless 
matters change, more municipalities will lose more millions in the future; and 

 
WHEREAS, remedial legislation (A-3393) has been introduced by Assemblyman Ralph 

Caputo, which will clarify the perceived ambiguity of the statutory definition to further 
implement the original legislative intent to preserve revenues to local governments; and 

 
WHEREAS, we anticipate the introduction of companion legislation by Senator Bob 

Smith, as soon as the Senate next convenes.

Township of Bloomfield commends Assemblyman Caputo and Senator Smith and strongly 
supports A-3393, which would clearly identify the telecommunications carriers subject to

Mr. Robbins 
said that he has re-engaged a lot of people in the last eight months. He said they've been to 
the property four times in the last month and that they are in the process of drawing up some 
designs and they need to make some adjustments from the original project. Mr. Robbins said 
with some help, he believes it's a very viable project.

Mr. Robbins explained that he hopes to be able to start construction within the next 6 
months.

Board.  

Mr. Dominic said that this project will be presented back to the Planning Board because of 
all the changes that will have to be made.

10. Review of 2013 RFPs 

Mr. Ehrenberg explained to the Mayor and Council that in these times we should be 
reassessing our consultants. Mr. Ehrenberg said that he's not asking the Mayor and Council 
to not vote on any of the RFP's, but he thinks that they should take a look at the cost of the 
consultants to see if they are worth keeping. 

Councilman Joanow asked Mr. Ehrenberg if he could explain to the public what the RFPs 
are. 

Mr. Ehrenberg explained that the Township goes out for RFPs for professional service 
contracts. He explained that they are for attorneys, engineers and several other types of 
professional services. Mr. Ehrenberg said he is hopeful that in time the Township can go 
back through some of the consultants to reassess the need for certain consultants. 

Mayor McCarthy said let's move all the RFP's en masse for the next 6 months and let Mr. 
Ehrenberg do a cost analysis with all the consultants and somewhere in June we can make 
recommendations. Mayor McCarthy also said let's get a detailed accounting of all the 
professional services and around July 1st Mr. Ehrenberg can make the recommendations on 
who we should keep and who we should be let go.  

Mayor McCarthy said we are spending over $500,000.00 for a Tax Appeal Attorney. He 
questioned whether the service is worth that and do we get our money back or are we giving 
away the store. Mayor McCarthy said let's get a detail accounting of what we are paying for.  

Mr. Aloia stated that the Township can keep the consultants on a month to month basis until 
the Mayor and Council decide who they would like to keep.   

Councilman Joanow questioned Fairview's cost. 

Mayor McCarthy asked for a motion to pass the list of RFP's on a month-to-month basis 
until July 1st at which time Mr. Ehrenberg makes his decision. 

Councilwoman Dunigan moved the request of the Mayor, which motion was seconded by 
Councilman Hamilton for discussion.

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING RENEWAL OF MUNICIPAL 
CONSENT TO COMCAST TO CONSTRUCT, CONNECT, 
OPERATE AND MAINTAIN A CABLE TELEVISION AND 
COMMUNICATIONS SYSTEM IN THE TOWNSHIP OF 

BLOOMFIELD, NEW JERSEY. 
          BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE TOWNS HIP OF 
BLOOMFIELD, AS FOLLOWS:  
 
SECTION 1.  PURPOSE OF THE ORDINANCE 
 

The municipality hereby grants to Com cast renewal of its non-exclusive Municipal 
Consent to place in, upon, across, above, over and under highways, streets, alleys, sidewalks, 
easements, public ways and public places in the municipality, poles, wires, cables, underground 
conduits, manholes and other television conductors, fixtures, apparatus and equipment as may be 
necessary for the construction, operation and maintenance in the Municipality of a cable 
television and communications system. 
 
SECTION 2.   DEFINITIONS  

For the purpose of this Ordinance, the following terms, phrases, words and their 
derivations shall have the meaning given herein. Such meaning or definition of terms is 
supplemental to those definitions of the Federal Communications Commission ("FCC") rules and 
regulations, 47 C.F.R. Subsection 76.1 et seq., and the Cable Communications Policy Act, 47 
U.S.C. Section 521 et seq., as amended, and the Cable Television Act, N.J.S.A. 48:5A-1 et seq., 
and shall in no way be construed to broaden, alter or conflict with the federal and state 
definitions: 
 
a.  "Town" or "Municipality" is the Township of Bloomfield, County of Essex, State 

of New Jersey. 
 
b.  "Company" is the grantee of rights under this Ordinance and is known as Comcast 

of New Jersey II, LLC. 
 

c.  "Act" or "Cable Television Act" is Chapter 186 of the General Laws of New 
Jersey, and subsequent amendments thereto, N.J.S.A. 48:5A-1, et seq. 
 

d.  "FCC" is the Federal Communications Commission. 
 
e.  "Board" or "BPU" is the Board of Public Utilities, State of New Jersey. 
 
f.  "Office" or "OCTV" is the Office of Cable Television of the Board. 
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g.  "Basic Cable Service" means any service tier, which includes the retransmission 
of local television broadcast signals as defined by the FCC. 
 

h.  "Application" is the Company's Application for Renewal of Municipal Consent. 
 
i.  "Primary Service Area" or "PSA" consists of the area of the Municipality 

currently served with existing plant as set forth in the map annexed to the 
Company's Application for Municipal Consent. 

 
 
SECTION 3.   STATEMENT OF FINDINGS  
 

Public hearings conducted by the municipality, concerning the renewal of Municipal 
Consent herein granted to the Company were held after proper public notice pursuant to the 
terms and conditions of the Act and the regulations of the Board adopted pursuant thereto. Said 
hearings, having been fully open to the public, and the municipality, having received at said 
public hearings all comments regarding the qualifications of the Company to receive this renewal 
of Municipal Consent, the Municipality hereby finds that the Company possesses the necessary 
legal, technical, character, financial and other qualifications and that the Company's operating 
and construction arrangements are adequate and feasible. 
 
 
SECTION 4.   DURATION OF FRANCHISE  
 

The non-exclusive Municipal Consent granted herein shall expire 15 years from the date 
of expiration of the previous Certificate of Approval issued by the Board. 
 

In the event that the Municipality shall find that the Company has not substantially 
complied with the material terms and conditions of this Ordinance, the Municipality shall have 
the right to petition the OCTV, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 48:5A-47, for appropriate action, including 
modification and/or termination of the Certificate of Approval; provided however, that the 
Municipality shall first have given the Companywritten notice of all alleged instances of non-
compliance and an opportunity to cure same within ninety (90) days of that notification. 
 
 
SECTION 5.   FRANCHISE FEE 
 

Pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Act, the Company shall, during each year of 
operation under the consent granted herein, pay to the Municipality two percent (2%) of the 
gross revenues from all recurring charges in the nature of subscription fees paid by subscribers 
for cable television reception service in the Municipality or any higher amount required by the 
Act or otherwise allowable by law, whichever is greater. 

 
BUNDLED SERVICES 
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Relocation: If at any time during the period of this consent, the Municipality shall alter or 
change the grade of any street, alley or other way or place the Company, upon reasonable notice 
by the Municipality, shall remove, re-lay or relocate its equipment, at the expense of the 
Company. 
 

Removal or Trimming of Trees: During the exercise of its rights and privileges under this 
franchise, the Company shall have the authority to trim trees upon and overhanging streets, 
alleys, sidewalks or other public places of the municipality so as to prevent the branches of such 
trees from coming in contact with the wires and cable of the Company. Such trimming shall be 
only to the extent necessary to maintain proper clearance of the Company's wire and cables. 
 
 
SECTION 9.   CUSTOMER SERVICE 
 

In providing services to its customers, the Company shall comply with N.J.A.C. 14:18-1, 
et seq. and all applicable state and federal statutes and regulations. The Company shall strive to 
meet or exceed all voluntary company and industry standards in the delivery of customer service 
and shall be prepared to report on it to the municipality upon written request of the municipality 
Administrator or Clerk. 
 
a.  The Company shall continue to comply fully with all applicable state and federal statutes and 
regulations regarding credit for outages, the reporting of same to regulatory agencies and 
notification of same to customers. 
 
b.  The Company shall continue to fully comply with all applicable state and federal statues and 
regulations regarding the availability of devices for the hearing impaired and the notification of 
same to customers. 
 
c.  The Company shall use every reasonable effort to meet or exceed voluntary standards for 
telephone accessibility developed by the National Cable Television Association (NCTA). 
 
d.  Nothing herein shall impair the right of any subscriber or the Municipality to express any 
comment with respect to telephone accessibility to the Complaint Officer, or  impair the right of 
the Complaint Officer to take any action that is permitted under law. 
 
 
SECTION 10.   MUNICIPAL COMPLAINT OFFICER  
 

The Office of Cable Television is hereby designed as the Complaint Officer for the 
Municipality pursuant to N.J.S.A. 48:5A-26(b). All complaints shall be received and processed 
in accordance with N.J.A.C. 14:17-6.5. The Municipality shall have the right to request copies of 
records and reports pertaining to complaints by Municipality customers from the OCTV. 
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SECTION 11.   LOCAL OFFICE  
 

During the term of this franchise, and any renewal thereof, the Company shall maintain a 
business office or agent in accordance with N.J.A.C. 14:18-5.1 for the purpose of receiving, 
investigating and resolving all local complaints regarding the quality of service, equipment 
malfunctions, and similar matters. Such a business office shall have a publicly listed toll-free 
telephone number and be open during standard business hours, and in no event (excepting 
emergent circumstances) less than 9:00A.M. to 5:00P.M., Monday through Friday. 
 
 
SECTION 12.   PERFORMANCE BONDS 
 

During the life of the franchise the Company shall give to the municipality a bond in the 
amount oftwenty-five thousand ($25,000.00) dollars. Such bond shall be to insure the faithful 
performance of all undertakings of the Company as represented in its application for municipal 
consent incorporated herein. 
 
 
SECTION 13.   SUBSCRIBER RATES 
 

The rates of the Company shall be subject to regulation as permitted by federal and state 
law. 
 
 
SECTION 14.   PUBLIC, EDUCATIONAL AND GOVERNMENTAL 
ACCESS 

 
a.   The Company shall continue to provide residents with a system-wide public access 
channel maintained by the Company. Qualified individuals and organizations may utilize public 
access for the purpose of cablecasting noncommercial access programming in conformance with 
the Company's published public access rules. 
 
b.   The Company shall continue to provide a system-wide leased access channel maintained 
by the Company for the purpose of cablecasting commercial access programming in 
conformance with the Company's guideline and applicable state and federal statutes and 
regulations. 
 
c.   The Company shall continue to provide two local access channels maintained by the 
Company for the purpose of cablecasting non-commercial access programming in conformance 
with the Company's guideline and applicable state and federal statutes and regulations. 
 
d.   The Company shall take any steps that are necessary to ensure that the signals originated 
on the access channels are carried without material degradation, and with a signal whose quality 
is equal to that of the other standard channels that the Company transmits. 
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The Company shall at all times maintain a comprehensive general liability insurance 
policy with a single limit amount of $1,000,000 covering liability for any death, personal injury, 
property damages or other liability arising out of its construction and operation of the cable 
television system, and an excess liability (or "umbrella") policy in the amount of$5,000,000. 
 
 
SECTION 18.   INCORPORATION OF THE APPLICATION  
 

All of the statements and commitments contained in the Application or annexed thereto 
and incorporated therein, and any amendment thereto, except as modified herein, are binding 
upon the Company as terms and conditions of this consent. The Application and other relevant 
writings submitted by the Company shall be annexed hereto and made a part hereof by reference 
provided same do not conflict with applicable State or Federal law. 
 
 
SECTION 19.   COMPETITIVE EQUITY  
 

Should the Municipality grant a franchise to construct, operate and maintain a cable 
television system to any other person, corporation or entity on terms materially less burdensome 
or more favorable than the terms contained herein, the Company may substitute such language 
that is more favorable or less burdensome for the comparable provision of this Ordinance subject 
to the provisions ofN.J.A.C. 14:17-6.7. 
 
 
SECTION 20.   SEPARABILITY  
 

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this Ordinance is for any 
reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court or federal or state agency of competent 
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision, and its 
validity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of the 
Ordinance. 
 
 
SECTION 21.   THIRD PA RTY BENEFICIARIES  
 

Nothing in this Franchise or in any prior agreement is or was intended to confer third-
party beneficiary status on any member of the public to enforce the terms of such agreements or 
Franchise. 
 
 
SECTION 22.   EFFECTIVE DATE  
 

This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon issuance of a Renewal Certificate of 
Approval from the BPU. 
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
